To those locations and spacings, determined by the Engineer, the sacrificial anode units shall be attached immediately following preparation and cleaning of the steel reinforcement.

The location of the sacrificial units shall be as close as practical to the edge of the broken out repair zone, in specially excavated rebate(s) if required.

The sacrificial anode(s) shall be a zinc based block surrounded by a specially formulated cementitious mortar.
